Meeting with a correspondent of The
Economist

IBC Executive Director Aktilek Tungatarov,
Deputy Executive Director Askar Sydykov and
Lawyer Sultan Khalilov discussed the economic
situation in Kyrgyzstan with a correspondent of
The Economist magazine in Central Asia,
David Trilling. He was interested in the situation
over the Kumtor gold mine, in particular, the
prospects for negotiations with shareholders
and a new agreement between the Kyrgyz
Government and Centerra Gold Inc on the
terms of the Kumtor project restructuring.

The meeting participants also discussed
problems in the construction industry, and the
proceedings in international commercial
arbitrations initiated by foreign investors
against the Kyrgyz Republic.

Letter on foreign labor engagement

IBC sent a letter to the President’s Office on
permits for foreign labor engagement in the
Kyrgyz Republic, particularly for the teachers of
the European School in Central Asia Public
Foundation (ESCA). Each year ESCA
experiences difficulties in this regard. This year,
ESCA cannot get permission from the Ministry
of Labor, Migration and Youth of the KR to
attract additional eight foreign specialists since
August.

The
business community also suggested to create a
body with representatives from the business
community and authorized officials to organize
and negotiate investment disputes.
