Meeting with South Kyrgyz Cement company

IBC Deputy Executive Director Askar Sydykov and
IBC Lawyer Sultan Khalilov —met  with
representatives of the South Kyrgyz Cement
company, a new IBC member. The participants
discussed a bill which is currently being considered
by the Parliament. The bill provides tax breaks for
profits of new companies under certain conditions.
The bill establishes a threshold amount of the
investments, as well as a criterion to apply tax
exemption only for new equipment which has not
been used until 2015. The company believes that
the law would adversely affect the existing
enterprises because even when upgrading the
operating equipment they will not be the subject to

IBC Lawyer Sultan Khalilov and Lawyer of the
Grata Law Firm Elvira Sharshekeyeva took part in a
meeting of the working group under the Ministry of
Economy of the Kyrgyz Republic. The WG
discussed improvement of the labor legislation of
the Kyrgyz Republic. The activity is carried out in
the framework of the Private Sector Development
Program of Kyrgyzstan adopted by the Government
in March. After reviewing the proposed changes to
the labor laws, the WG members will present their
comments.

Presentation of a brochure on the cost of doing
business

IBC took part in a presentation of the second edition
of the brochure "Cost of doing business in the
Kyrgyz Republic." The guide has been published on
the initiative of the Chamber of Commerce and
Industry of Kyrgyzstan in partnership with the
Investment Promotion Agency under the Ministry of
Economy of the Kyrgyz Republic with the support of
GIZ Program on promoting of sustainable economic
development in the Kyrgyz Republic. The brochure
describes how to create a new enterprise in
Kyrgyzstan, provides information on taxes and
insurance contributions on labor and employment
laws, licenses and permits, and other information
necessary to conduct business in Kyrgyzstan.
