June 15

New EBRD initiative on Small Business

Development discussed

IBC took part in a meeting with representatives of
DFID and EBRD to discuss the prospects of small
and medium-sized businesses development in
Kyrgyzstan. The UK Department for International
Development (DFID) and the European Bank for
Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) held
consultation sessions with beneficiaries to discuss
the EBRD’s new initiative on Small Business
Development funded by DFID. To develop and
enhance the competitiveness of small and medium-
sized enterprises (SMEs), the bank will encourage
sustainable growth of SMEs, especially small
businesses that can eventually become medium-
sized companies, through investment and advisory
services. The Bank will continue enhancing SMEs’
access to finance.

Meeting with UNCTAD representatives

IBC Executive Director Temirbek Azhykulov and
Chantal Dupasquier, Chief of the Investment Policy
Reviews Division on Investment and Enterprise of
the United Nations Conference on Trade and
Development (UNCTAD), discussed the UNCTAD
Review of Investment Policy in Kyrgyzstan. IBC will
provide its comments after the discussion of the
document. UNCTAD Investment Policy Reviews
(IPRs) are intended to help countries improve their
investment policies and to familiarize governments
and the international private sector with an
individual country’s investment environment. IPR of
Kyrgyzstan, initiated at the request of the Kyrgyz
Government, was conducted through two missions
in 2013 and 2014, as well as on the basis of
information available to the UNCTAD in September
2014. The mission took into account the views of
the private sector, foreign, domestic and bilateral
donors and development agencies.

The
mission studied the areas which require advisory
and technical assistance to Kyrgyzstan and other
Central Asian countries in the field of human
trafficking and migration. The meeting discussed
measures on voluntary return, rehabilitation, and
reintegration of victims of trafficking.

Debates on Birinchi Radio

IBC Executive Director Temirbek Azhykulov took
part in debates on Birinchi Radio of the National TV
and Radio Company on Compulsory Civil Auto
Liability Insurance. Representative of the Kyrgyz
Association of Insurers Arzymat Absyrgak and
Deputy Director of the ATN Policy Company Ernist
Abdyldaev also participated in the debates. This
issue has been discussed since 2001 and was
recently resumed due to Kyrgyzstan’s accession to
the Eurasian Economic Union (EEU). MPs have
already approved the first reading of the draft law
on Compulsory Civil Auto Liability Insurance. This
kind of insurance exists in all the EEU countries.

DFID and IFC plan
to develop grant activities in the mining industry of
Kyrgyzstan. The meeting discussed the current
situation in the mining sector and problems in the
legislation on subsoil use to identify areas in which
support of these organizations is needed. IBC
representatives informed on problems in the subsoil
use licensing (during competitions, auctions, and
licensing), in subsoil use taxation (the mechanism
of tax calculation and tax payments needs

reforming), in obtaining land for subsurface
infrastructure, as well as in companies’
relationships with local communities. IBC also

believes that it is necessary to complete the
process of digitization of geological information and
to accelerate the transition to JORC mandatory
system for the classification of minerals exploration
