The IBC took part in the meeting on inspections of
businesses. The meeting chaired by Deputy
Economy Minister Daniyar Imanaliev was attended
by representatives of the Ministry of Interior Affairs,
the National Security Committee, Economic Crime
Prevention Authority, State Tax Service, General
Prosecutor's Office and the business community.
Representatives of the IBC, the Association of
Markets, JIA and NABA commented on the work of
law enforcement and other inspection bodies, and
made suggestions to reform their activities.
According to IBC Deputy Executive Director Askar
Sydykov, IBC members complain on the actions of
the inspection bodies, especially the State Tax
Service and the Accounting Chamber. The latter
began to implement supererogatory functions,
checking private organizations which do not have
state share and do not participate in public
procurement. In court cases, the vast majority of
judicial decisions have been made in favor of the
tax authorities. Given the increased outflow of
investment and the drop in business activity in the
country, the IBC suggested to further restrict the
number of inspections including the introduction of
a moratorium on certain types of inspections of
businesses.
