Facts of violations not confirmed

IBC took part in a meeting at the Ministry of
Economy to discuss inspections conducted by the
Chamber of Accounts at Fonta Firm LLC. According
to the majority of votes of the Interdepartmental
Commission members, the facts of violations
reported by the Chamber of Accounts have not
been confirmed. This was reported by competent
state bodies - the State Agency for Geology and
Mineral Resources and the State Inspection on
Environmental and Technical Safety. Conclusion of
the Commission will be sent to the Office of
President of Kyrgyzstan. Interdepartmental
Commission was established after the IBC appeal
on the legality of inspections of subsoil users
conducted by the Chamber of Accounts.
