November 23 - IBC together with JIA sent a letter to
the Prime-minister Temir Sariev with comments to a
draft bill prepared by the State Agency on
Architecture, Construction and Utilities under the
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic. Business
associations suggest revising the draft hill,
especially the norms regulating utilities and land
plots issues.
