IBC representatives took part in a meeting of the
Commission of the State Tax Service (STS) under
the Government of the KR to review presentations
of companies that have applied for the tender to
supply new excise stamps for alcohol and tobacco
products. It is planned that the new excise stamps
will have a digital element that will contribute to
greater security and provide more information to
consumers. Representatives of tobacco companies
offered to regulate separately the alcohol and
tobacco industries due to low level of shadow sales
market of tobacco products in the Kyrgyz Repubilic.

According to the initiator of the reforms, MP
Kanybek Imanaliev, innovations are planned in the
legislation on taxation, legal entities, auditing
activities, labor migration, and other issues. A
detailed discussion will be held in working groups.
The package of bills was developed in the spring of
2015 by an expert group headed by Azamat
Dikambayev and was supported by deputies of the
Jogorku Kenesh.
