Bill on labeling goods with control stamps has
been rejected

IBC took part in a meeting of the Committee on
Economic and Fiscal Policy of the Jogorku Kenesh
of the Kyrgyz Republic. The meeting considered the
draft law "On labeling goods with control stamps",
initiated by the Ministry of Economy of the Kyrgyz
Republic last summer. The draft law proposes to
oblige employers to label manufactured and
imported goods with control stamps. Administrative
and criminal liability will follow if a default occurs.
IBC representatives said that this initiative can
worsen the conditions of doing business in
Kyrgyzstan, especially within the Eurasian
Economic Union. Following the discussions, the bill
was rejected.

IBC letters

January 6 — IBC sent a letter to Prime Minister of
the Kyrgyz Republic on payment rates for
environmental pollution. In September 2015, the
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic adopted a
resolution "On approval of payment rates for
environmental pollution in the Kyrgyz Republic."
IBC believes that the document contradicts other
superior normative legal acts of the Kyrgyz
Republic and suggested to suspend it.

January 6 - IBC sent a letter (for information) to the
Office of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic
with attached legal opinion (memorandum) to the
draft rules for issuing permits for felling of valuable
tree species in the Kyrgyz Republic.

January 11 - IBC and the Association of
Telecommunications Operators appealed to the
Government’s Office of the KR with a request to
simplify the procedure for issuing permits for
installation of small objects (poles, transformers,
etc.) by telecommunication operators. Business
associations asked to create a working group to
discuss mechanisms for introducing changes to the
existing legislation.

January 12 — IBC appealed to the Social Fund with
a request to clarify the electronic reporting system.
The Social Fund ordered all insurers to submit
reports electronically with digital signature since the
beginning of 2015, and the Social Fund’s district
administrations refused to accept paper reports.
The Fund did not specify according to which
document its district offices put forward such
claims.

January 12 - IBC sent a letter to the Chairman of
the State Tax Service with proposals to improve
program on delivery of electronic registers invoices.
The appeal was made pursuant to a decision of the
meeting with the STS leadership in November
2014.
