The
decision to grant the status of GSP+ was adopted by
the European Parliament on January 26, 2016.
Kyrgyzstan has now an opportunity to export 6,000
types of goods to the EU zone at reduced rates. At
the same time, to take the advantage of GSP+, the
quality and safety of export products should comply
with the EU standards, which differ significantly from
the requirements of the Eurasian Economic Union.
