Off-site inspections to be improved

IBC took part in a meeting of the working group to
develop Regulations for conducting off-site
inspections. The current situation has shown to be
ineffective and out of date. It was proposed to
improve this type of inspection. New Regulations
have been drafted and it is expected that the
business community will send its suggestions to the
draft document.

Results of regulatory reform presented

IBC Executive Director Temirbek Azhykulov and
lawyer Ulukbek Turdubekov discussed with experts of
the OSCE-supported regulatory review project the
first results of the project to optimize the legislation
regulating entrepreneurial activity. The meeting was
also attended by representatives of NABA, JIA
Business Associations and Secretariat of the
Business Development and Investment Council under
the Government of the KR. Head of the Regulatory
Review Unit Indira Arunova reported on the activity
carried out by public authorities. The private sector
has joined this work since January 2016.

IBC and ACO propose to simplify the procedure
of small facilities installation

Telecom operators have difficulties during the
installation of small structures - linear structures,
cables and poles. This topic was discussed at a
meeting of the IBC Construction Committee. For
instance, telecom operators have to pass the same
licensing procedures when installing small objects as
for permanent facilities. As a result, permission for
one facility takes over a year. In this regard, the IBC
and the Association of Communication Operators of
Kyrgyzstan (ACO) have started drafting amendments
to some legislative acts to simplify these procedures.
