states. This negatively affects the activity of
entrepreneurs of our country importing goods mainly
from Russia. The meeting participants agreed to
solve the problem together with the Kyrgyz authorities
and business associations of Kazakhstan.

IBC supports visa simplification

IBC discussed liberalization of visa regime with the
Director of the Civil Aviation Agency (CAA) under the
Ministry of Transport and Roads of the Kyrgyz
Republic Ermek Omuraliev. From 10 to 15 days are
needed to obtain a visa to Kyrgyzstan, while many
countries have simplified policy to obtain electronic
visas as soon as possible. Resolving this issue will
help increase the flow of tourists into the country. IBC
and CAA will develop proposals to simplify the visa
regime and will hold further consultations on crossing
abilities of passengers with transit visas at
Kyrgyzstan’s airports. The IBC Tourism Committee
will discuss this issue with the involvement of
stakeholders.

WG endorses recommendations of SAR experts

A Working Group under the Ministry of Economy of
the Kyrgyz Republic, which includes IBC members,
discussed the simplification of administrative
procedures in construction. The meeting participants -
representatives of government agencies and the
private sector discussed recommendations developed
by experts of the OSCE Systematic Regulatory
Review Project. The WG approved shortening the
issuance of architectural and planning conditions, the
abolition of the procedure of approval of project
documentation with the Bishkek Municipality and
territorial bodies of the State Construction Committee.
All recommendations will be announced at the next
meeting of the Regulatory Reform Council chaired by
the Prime Minister of the Kyrgyz Republic.
