A new Tax Code to be developed

The IBC Committee on Fiscal Policy discussed
topical issues of tax legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic
including the development of a new Tax Code of the
Kyrgyz Republic and a new Fiscal Policy Concept
until  2030.The meeting also considered tax
uncertainties due to improper charging penalties for
late fulfilment of tax obligations, as well as problems
related to the use of the market price when the assets
are realized at their liquidation value.

Government initiatives on the subsoil
taxation considered

Representatives of the IBC and IFC, the World Bank
Group member, discussed the initiatives of state
bodies on taxation in the subsoil use. The global
trend is to reform taxation in this area in order to
reduce the fiscal burden on subsoil users. Kyrgyzstan
is looking for the most appropriate form of regulation
of this sphere. The meeting participants discussed
the possibility of conducting a comprehensive
analysis of the subsoil use taxation including non-tax
payments.
