Mining companies oppose the introduction of
customs duties on export of precious metal
concentrates

IBC participated in a meeting with heads of mining
companies organized by the IBC member, KAZ
Minerals Bozymchak LLC, to discuss the introduction
of a 30% customs duty on the export of precious
metal ores and concentrates. The meeting was
attended by representatives of mining companies -
Altynken, Alliance Altyn, Chaarat ZAAV, Fuld Gold
Mining, and Kyrgyzaltyn. The participants developed
a coordinated position on this inappropriate measure.
According to IBC, the introduction of export customs
duties has not been considered in the context of
economic and social consequences. The initiative
developers have not taken into account the risk of
deterioration of the business image of the country and
they have not considered that there are no technical
possibilities to process the ore inside the country.
