GSP+ status, opportunities and barriers

IBC delivered a presentation at a roundtable to
discuss the GSP+ status and its opportunities and
barriers. The meeting was held by the Jogorku
Kenesh (Parliamentary) Committee on International
Affairs, Defense and Security. The participants of
the meeting discussed the potential of local
manufacturers in the development of trade and
economic cooperation between the Kyrgyz Republic
and the European Union under the GSP +,
according to which the products labeled "Made in
Kyrgyzstan" are fully exempt from customs duties.
The roundtable provided an opportunity for
producers to speak about problems and the barriers
they face when exporting goods, to discuss the
competitiveness of Kyrgyz products in the European
markets and to jointly develop solutions.

MP discusses pre-trial settlement of disputes
with the business community

Representatives of business and Chairman of the
Parliamentary Committee on the rule of law and
fight against crime and corruption, MP Mirlan
Jeenchoroev discussed a bill, which proposes to
introduce mandatory pre-trial procedure for settling
disputes. The MP said that he sees a threat in this

initiative, which could limit the rights of
entrepreneurs when applying to the judicial
authorities. Business community representatives

also expressed their concerns about the proposed
amendments because various industries have their
own terms and procedures for appealing decisions /
actions of state bodies. The MP will report on
business opinion at the upcoming hearings on the
bill.
