IBC representatives, Director General of Plasform
LLC Perviz Hazar and State Secretary of the State
Tax Service under the Government of the Kyrgyz
Republic Karagul uulu Jakyp discussed problems of
entrepreneurs carrying out economic activities at
the Bishkek FEZ. In particular, they considered the
need for re-registration of legal entities after the
adoption of the relevant amendments to the
legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic, as well as the
consequences of such re-registration related to
benefits granted to companies which had been
registered in the territory of the Bishkek FEZ until
2000. The STS Secretary of State took into account
the arguments voiced by the business community
and advised the Plasform LLC to submit an official
request to the STS to clarify the situation.

Mining company faces problems with cutting
juniper trees

Representatives of IBC and KAZ Minerals
Bozymchak LLC discussed problems related to the
cutting of juniper trees. This issue is critical for the
company, since Juniper belongs to the especially
valuable tree species in Kyrgyzstan. KAZ Minerals
Bozymchak is the only company to receive official
permission for cutting of juniper and it paid a loss
compensation. Currently, there is controversy
between various departments of the State Agency
for Environmental Protection and Forestry under the
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic. Besides, there
are many inconsistencies in the regulatory
framework. The company has submitted a letter on
