May 23

Business and state bodies jointly discuss
proposals for the draft Strategy-40

Representatives of the business community and
relevant government bodies reviewed proposals for
the draft Sustainable Development Strategy of the
Kyrgyz Republic until 2040. The discussions
focused on the country's economic development
including the financial market, attraction of modern
technologies, promotion of various areas of tourism,
particularly education. In 2017, the term for the
implementation of the National Strategy for
Sustainable Development of the Kyrgyz Republic
(NSDS) will end, and the Government is drafting a
new NSDS aimed at the development of the
economy, society, technology and environmental
protection.

On May 26, discussion of the draft Strategy 40
continued at the Economy Ministry.

Bills that worsen the business activity of subsoil
users considered

Representatives of IBC and mining companies
together with the Business Development and
Investment Council under the Government of the
Kyrgyz Republic discussed adopted and initiated
draft laws that worsen the business activity of
subsoil companies. The meeting concluded that it is
necessary to create an interdepartmental working
group with the involvement of relevant state bodies,
including the Government and Jogorku Kenesh. It is
necessary to develop ‘rules of the game’ for mining
companies, including in the fiscal regime, so that
investors who have already invested in
Kyrgyzstan’s economy were confident of their
future, IBC Deputy Executive Director Daniyar
Mederov said. It was decided to submit a letter to
the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic with a
proposal to create an interdepartmental working
group to consider the fiscal regime in the subsoil
use.
