The draft Town Planning Code was
proposed at the Parliament

On April 24, 2015 the draft Town Planning
Code came in the Parliament.

According to the explanatory note the
document incorporates the construction
issues and systematizes them. It will simplify
activity of town building participants and will
make it easier to find relevant provisions.

Additions and amendments were
introduced into the Tax Code with
regard to bank precious metals

On April 17, 2015 the President Almazbek
Atambayev signed the Law “On Additions and
Amendments into the Tax Code of the Kyrgyz
Republic”.

The Law was prepared in order to create
conditions to develop market of bank
precious metals by exempting them from VAT
and sales tax and to form alternative
instruments for savings and investment for
people and companies.

The Ministry of Economy proposed to
approve the draft Strategy for
Customs System Development

On April 10, 2015 the Ministry of Economy
submitted for public discussion the draft
Regulation of the Government “On Approval
of the Strategy for Customs System
Development and Contribution to Foreign
Economic Activity in the Kyrgyz Republic for
2015-2017".

According to the explanatory note the draft
Regulation was prepared in order to improve
customs administration, to carry out capacity
building of the customs service system and to
contribute to development of foreign
economic relations.

It was proposed to exempt for five
years entrepreneurs in the Batken
Region from profit tax

On April 10, 2015 the draft Law “On Additions
to the Tax Code of the Kyrgyz Republic”
came in the Parliament. It was proposed to
exempt entrepreneurs in the Batken Region
from profit tax for five years from the date of
state registration.

According to the explanatory note the draft
law was prepared in order to create
favourable conditions in the Batken Region
for attracting investment, improving social
and economic situation of locals, etc.

The Ministry of Economy proposed to
place the Bishkek Head Department
for Architecture and Town Planning
under the authority of the City Hall

On April 8, 2015 the Ministry of Economy
submitted for public discussion the draft
Regulation of the Government “On Placing of
the Bishkek Head Department for
Architecture and Town Planning under the
Authority of the Bishkek City Hall”.

The draft Regulation was prepared in order to
increase efficiency of town building and
architecture policy, to create conditions for
implementation of local authorities’ programs
and to regulate adequately town building and
architecture activity in Bishkek.

The Law “On Public Procurement”
was signed

The President Almazbek Atambayev signed
the Law “On Public Procurement”.

The Law was prepared in order to provide
economy and efficiency of using of public
funds during public procurement.

The new law shall invalidate the Law No. 69
“On Public Procurement” dated May 24,
2004.
